1.Auto Leveling Mode: Enabled when the pendulum key is
switched to the unlocked position Gffil. The laser beam flashes
rapidly when the laser level is outside the auto-leveling range
(4"+1"). (NOTE: Place this laser level on a level surface when used
in Auto Leveling Mode.)

2.Manual Mode: Slide the pendulum key to the locked
position GIEF , then press and hold the top green button (r")
for 3-5 seconds. Manual mode can be turned on.
The laser level can be positioned at various angles to project
non-horizontal lines or dots.
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The Iaser beam will blink every 3-5 seconds to notify the user.
